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Nordex Food Group, which is headquartered in Dronninglund in northern Jutland and produces and sells white cheese, is not satisfied with its results for 2017.

While the group’s revenue might have passed the DKK 1.5 billion mark for the first time, this is not reflected in the bottom line: The profit before tax for the year took a huge dive, landing at DKK 2.9 million. The previous year, the figure was DKK 48.6 million.

“The profit for the year is unsatisfactory, and falls short of our expectations at the beginning of the year. This is mainly due to an unfavourable commodity market, which has resulted in sharply rising production costs and purchase prices for the company’s products, which it has not been possible and/or desirable to add to the selling prices in full,” explains the management in the company’s accounts.

Via Nordex Holding, Keld Houen Pedersen and his family own, among others, Nordex Food and three dairies which have specialised in the production of white cheeses – in Nørager, Austria and Romania.

The Nordex Food Group’s other companies include the goat farms Nørager Gedefarm and Møllegården Gedefarm, which produce goat’s milk for the production of goat cheese at Nordex.

In total, the group has approximately 350 employees, of whom about half are based in Denmark.
